NND: Not Necessarily Distinct

NPM: Not Previously Mentioned in sub-section

Vase: Must be greater in height than width.

Bowl: Must be equal or greater in width than in height.

Container: A receptacle of any shape or size in which plant material is exhibited.
Heritage Rose: Any variety 75 years or older.
POT PLANTS - NO LATE ENTRIES
A POT may be any container of terracotta, plastic, metal or ceramic that is neat and does not detract from the pot plant as a whole.
